4. Plug the other end of the vehicle power cable into a power outlet in your vehicle.

The green LED on the vehicle power cable lights when connected to power. Your
unit should turn on automatically if it is plugged in and your vehicle is running.

Apply pressure in that direction until the ¢580 snaps off the mount.

To remove the suction cup mount from the windshield, flip the lever toward you. Pull
the tab on the suction cup toward you.

Following Your Route

After you touch Go, the Map page opens
with your route marked with a magenta
line. As you travel, your ¢580 guides you
to your destination with voice prompts,
arrows on the map, and directions at the
top of the Map page. A checkered flag
marks your destination. If you depart
from the original route, your c580
recalculates the route and provides new
directions.

Adding a Stop to Your

Route

You can add one stop to your route. The

Understanding Bluetooth
Technology

Bluetooth® wireless technology
establishes a wireless link between two
devices, such as your phone and the
¢580. The first time you use two devices
together you must “pair” them by
establishing a relationship using a PIN/
passkey. After the initial pairing, the two
devices can connect automatically each
time you turn them on.

NOTE: You might have to set your
phone to connect automatically when
the ¢580 is turned on.
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Pairing Your Phone

To pair and connect, your phone and the
¢580 must be turned on and be within 10
meters of each other.
