Your unit should turn on automatically
if it is plugged in and your vehicle is
running. To manually turn on your
niivi, slide the (') Power key to the left.
Follow the on-screen instructions.

Step 3: Acquire Satellites
1. Go outdoors to an open area, out of
garages, and away from tall buildings.

2. Stop your vehicle, and turn on the
nivi.

Acquiring satellite signals may take a

few minutes. The bars indicate

GPS satellite strength. When one bar

is green, the niivi has acquired satellite

signals. Now you can select a destination

and navigate to it.

The detailed map loaded in your
niivi contains millions of points of interest, such as restaurants, hotels, and auto
services.

O Select a destination. ® Touch Go!. @ Enjoy the route!
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Following Your Route

Your route is marked with a magenta
line. As you travel, your niivi guides you
to your destination with voice prompts,
arrows on the map, and directions at the
top of the map. The upper-left corner
indicates the distance to your next
maneuver and the traffic lane you should
be in for the maneuver.

If you depart from the original route,
your niivi recalculates the route and
provides new directions.

A speed limit icon could appear as you
travel on major roadways.
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Adding a Via Point

You can add a stop (Via Point) to your
route. The niivi gives you directions
to the stop and then to your final
destination.

1. With a route active, touch Menu >
Where To?.

2. Search for the extra stop.

3. Touch Go!.

4. Touch Add As a Via Point to add this
stop before your destination.

If you want to add more than one stop
to the route, edit the current route. See
page 13.



Getting Started

Taking a Detour
If a road on your route is closed, you can
take a detour.

1. With a route active, touch Menu.
2. Touch Detour.

The niivi attempts to get you back

on your original route as quickly as
possible. If the route you are currently
taking is the only reasonable option, the
niivi might not calculate a detour.

Stopping the Route

1. With a route active, touch Menu.
2. Touch Stop.

Adjusting the Volume
From the Menu page, touch Volume.
Touch Il and Bl to adjust the master
volume. Touch Mute to mute all audio.

To adjust the volume levels for the
voice prompts, the media player, and the
phone, touch Mixer. Adjust the levels
as needed. Touch Restore to return the
volume settings to the original levels.

Where To?

Finding an Address

The steps to find an address can vary
depending on the maps that are loaded
on your niivi. Not all map data provides
postal code searching.

1. Touch Where To? > Address.

2. Touch Change State or Country, if
necessary.

3. Touch Search All.
OR
Touch Spell City or Spell Postal
Code, enter the city/postal code, and

touch Done. Select the city/postal
code in the list.

4. Enter the number of the address, and

touch Done.

5. Enter the street name, and touch
Done.

6. Select the correct street in the list, if
necessary.

7. Touch the address, if necessary.

Finding a Place by
Spelling the Name

If you know the name of the location you
are looking for, you can spell it using the
on-screen keyboard. You can also enter
letters contained in the name to narrow
the search.

1. Touch Where To? > Points of
Interest > Spell Name.

2. Using the on-screen keyboard, enter
letters in the name.

3. Touch Done.
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Using the On-Screen
Keyboard

When you drive faster than approximately
5 miles per hour (8 kilometers per hour)
and try to use the keyboard, a message
appears asking if you are the driver of

the vehicle. If you answer “yes,” the
keyboard will be disabled. If a passenger
is operating the niivi and answers “no,”
the keyboard will be usable.

When an on-screen keyboard appears,
touch a letter or number to enter it.

Places

Your niivi stores the last 50 of your
recent finds in the Recently Found list.
The most-recently viewed places appear
at the top of the list. Touch Where To?
> Recently Found to view your recently
found items.

Clearing Recently Found
Places

To remove all places from the Recently
Found list, touch Clear > Yes. All items
from the list are removed, but this does
not delete the actual place from your
niivi.
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Favorites

You can save places in your Favorites,
so you can quickly find them and create
routes to them. Your Home location is
also stored in Favorites.

Saving Your Current Location
From the Map page, touch . Touch
Save Location to save your current
location.

Saving Places You Find
1. After you have found a place you
want to save, touch Save on the Go!

page.
2. Touch OK. The place is saved in
Favorites.

Finding Saved Places
1. Touch Where To?.
2. Touch Favorites.

3. Touch a category. Your saved
locations are listed.
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Finding Your Last Position
Your Last Position is automatically
saved each time you remove the niivi

from the cradle while the niivi is on. Use

this feature to find your car in a parking

lot.

Last Position.

Your Last Position is overwritten each

time you remove the niivi from the

cradle when the cradle is receiving

power.

Editing Saved Places

1. Touch Where To? > Favorites.
2. Touch the location you want to edit.
3. Touch Edit.
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. Touch an option to edit the location:

Change Name—enter a new
name, and touch Done.

Attach Photo—select a picture
to assign to the location. To load
pictures on your nivi or SD card,
see pages 28-29.

Change Map Symbol—touch a
new symbol.

Change Phone Number—enter a
phone number, and touch Done.
Change Categories—create and
change the category in which this
location is saved.

Delete—touch Yes to remove this
item from the Favorites list.

You can load pictures that include
location information onto your niivi or
an SD card, and then create routes to
them.

o If the niivi is in simulator mode,
touch Set Loc. to set your location to
the selected location.

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Touch (&) to switch between a 3D
(three-dimensional) map and a 2D
(two-dimensional) map.

Touch (&9 to rotate the viewing angle
in 3D view.

As you zoom out, the map changes to

a digital elevation map showing the
contours of the area.

Zoom far out to view a globe. Touch
and spin the globe to quickly find
different areas of the world.

NOTE: You can only see detailed map
information for areas for which you
have maps loaded on your niivi.
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Entering Coordinates

If you know the geographic coordinates
of your destination, you can use your
niivi to navigate to your destination
using the latitude and longitude
coordinates (or other coordinate
formats). This can be especially helpful
when geocaching.

1. Touch Where To? > Coordinates.

2. Touch Format to select the correct
coordinate format for the type of map
you are using.

3. Touch a direction field to select a new
direction.

4. Touch a numeric field to enter the
coordinates, and touch Done.

5. After you have entered the proper
coordinates, touch Next.

If you want accurate trip information,
reset the trip information before
beginning a trip. Touch Reset Trip

to reset the information on the Trip
Computer page. Touch Reset Max to
reset the maximum speed.

When available, touch Lane Assist
on the Next Turn page to view the Lane
Assist page for this turn.

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Using Hands-free
Calling

Using Bluetooth technology, your niivi
can connect to your mobile phone to
become a hands-free device.

To determine whether your device with
Bluetooth technology is compatible with
the niivi, go to www.garmin.com
/bluetooth.

Pairing Your Devices
Bluetooth wireless technology
establishes a wireless link between
devices, such as a mobile phone and

the niivi. The first time you use two
devices together you must “pair” them
by establishing a relationship using a
PIN/passkey. After the initial pairing, the
two devices can connect automatically
each time you turn them on.
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To pair and connect, your device and the
niivi must be turned on and be within 10
meters of each other. The niivi can be
connected to a phone and a headset at
the same time.

Initiate pairing from your niivi or from
your device. Refer to the instructions for
your devices.

When you turn on the niivi, it tries to
connect to the last device to which

it was connected. You might have to
set your device to connect to the niivi
automatically when it is turned on.

When your phone is connected to your
niivi, you are ready to make phone calls.
From the Menu page, touch Phone to
access the Phone menu.

Receiving a Call

When you receive a call, the Incoming
Call window appears. Touch Answer to
answer the call. Touch Ignore to ignore
the call and silence the ring.

The internal microphone is in the front
of the niivi.

In a Call

To end a call, touch € > End Call.
Touch &) > Call Options for the
following options:

* Touch Tones—displays a keypad
page so you can use automated
systems, such as voice mail.

* Transfer Audio To Phone—this is
helpful if you want to turn off the
niivi but stay on the call, or if you
need privacy. To switch back, touch
Transfer Audio To Device.

e Mute Microphone.
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Phone Menu

From the Menu page, touch Phone to
view the Phone menu. Touch Status
to view the signal strength, the battery
level, and the name of the connected
phone.

NOTE: Not all phones support all
features of the niivi Phone menu.

Using Your Phone Book

Each time your mobile phone connects
with the niivi, the phone book is
automatically loaded into the niivi. It
may take a few minutes for the phone
book to be available.

1. Touch Phone > Phone Book.

2. Touch the phone book entry (contact)
you want to call.

3. Touch Dial to call the contact.

1. Touch Phone > Points of Interest.

Viewing Your Call History
Each time your phone connects to the
niivi, your call history is automatically
transferred to the niivi. It may take a few
minutes to transfer this data to the niivi.

The calls are listed in chronological
order, with the most recent calls at
the top of the list.

3. Touch an entry, and touch Dial.

Enter a phone number for your Home
location, so you can quickly call home.

Save Current Playlist.

2. Enter a name, and touch Done.

To create a new playlist:
1. In the music player, touch Browse >
Playlist > Create New Playlist.

2. Select songs.

3. Touch Back when you have finished
adding songs to your playlist.

To create a playlist on a computer:

1. Using your computer and an audio
program, create a playlist of music
files. Save the playlist as an M3U or
M3U8 file.

2. If necessary, use a text editor
application to remove the path to the
file names in the M3U file. The M3U
file should only list the music file
names. Refer to the audio program
Help file.
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3. Transfer the playlist and the music
files to the nlvi (see pages 28-29).
The M3U file must be in the same
location as the music files.

To play a playlist:

1. In the music player, touch Browse >
Playlist > Open Saved Playlist. Al
available playlists appear.

2. Touch a playlist to start playing the
music files.

To edit the current playlist:
1. While listening to music, in the music
player, touch the playlist.
2. Edit the playlist;
» Touch Add to add a song to the
end of the playlist.

» Touch a song, and then touch
Remove to remove it from the
playlist.

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Managing Files
Managing Files

You can store files, such as MP3s and
JPEG image files, in the niivi internal
memory or on an optional SD card.

NOTE: The niivi is not compatible
with Windows® 95, 98, Me, or NT. It
is also not compatible with Mac® OS
10.3 and earlier. This is a common
limitation of most USB mass storage
devices.

Step 1: Insert an SD Card
(Optional)

To insert or remove the card, press it in
until it clicks.

Step 2: Connect the USB
Cable

Connect the mini-USB connector to the
connector on the bottom of the niivi.
Connect the larger end of the cable to an
available USB port on your computer.

Your niivi and SD card appear as
removable drives in My Computer on
Windows computers and as mounted
volumes on Mac computers.
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NOTE: On some operating systems
or computers with multiple network
drives, the niivi drives may not appear.
See the operating system Help file to
learn how to map the drives.

Step 3: Transfer Files to Your
niivi

Copy and paste files from your computer
into the niivi drives/volumes.

1. Browse your computer for the file you
want to copy.

2. Highlight the file, and select Edit >
Copy.

3. Open the “Garmin” or SD card drive/
volume.

4. Select Edit > Paste. The file appears

in the list of files on the niivi memory
or SD card.
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Step 4: Eject and Unplug the
USB Cable

When you are finished transferring files,
click the %5 eject icon in your system
tray, or drag the volume icon to the a
trash can on Mac computers.
