Walking to a Destination

Securing Your nivi

Resetting Your niivi

If the niivi stops functioning, turn it off and
on again. If the problem persists, slide the
Power key to the left and hold it there for
a minimum of § seconds. The niivi should
operate normally.

You can also remove the battery, and then
reinstall it.

Using Photo Navigation
Panoramio™ provides photos that contain
location information called geotags. You
can load these photos onto your niivi or
microSD card and navigate to them. See
http://connect.garmin.com/photos and your
owner’s manual for more information.

When calculating your route, the niivi
examines the traffic delays and optimizes the
route for the shortest time. If a severe traffic
delay occurs on your route and a better

route is available, the niivi recalculates

the route to avoid the delay. You might be
routed through traffic if it is the best route
available.

The Map page displays € when there is

a traffic delay on your route. The number
represents the number of minutes the traffic
will delay your route. The delay time has
been automatically calculated into the
arrival time. To view the details of the
delays, touch €. If there is more than one
delay, touch Details. Touch Avoid to avoid
this delay.

Using the FM Transmitter

Using Hands-Free Features
Hands-free phone features are available
only if your niivi and your mobile phone
have Bluetooth wireless technology. Not

all phones support all the hands-free phone
features the niivi provides. To use the hands-
free features, you must pair your phone and
the niivi.



Pairing Your Phone
